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Dear Families:

Today the children explored the numerals 0-9 and learned how to count out the correct number of apples to match the corresponding numerals. 

Then the children created apples trees by matching the numerals on the tree trunks to the number of red pompoms that they glued onto their apple trees.  

If you have apples or other items at home that are easy for your child to count, ask your child to count how many and tell you the answer. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]If you have numeral flashcards at home, ask your child to find the numeral that matches how many apples or other items that your child counted. You can easily make your own flashcards, using small sheets of paper and writing one numeral on each sheet of paper.
